PAVILION FOR PSYCHIC
CONCEPTS IN EXILE

The idea of the project emphasizes the theme of the biennale "Foreign-
ers Everywhere" and curator Adriano Pedrosa's concept related to the
figure of the artist as a foreigner, exilee and refugee, questioning the
work of art as a place of multiple crises reflecting the perils and pitfalls
of language, the translation, the inconsistencies and differences
between us.

The artists Stanislav Pamukchiev and Peter Tzanev created a joint
pavilion populated with special objects-concepts, which bear the
names "Cryptoses" (Pamukchiev) and "Ectoplasticones’ (Tzanev). These
notions are neither normative nor descriptive, but are phantom con-
cepts that are only possible as bridges to the uncanny.

The project "Pavilion for Psychic Concepts in Exile" brings out the ques-
tion of hidden symbolic depots and internal holographic mechanisms,
in the function of an intermediate medium with which artists today
provide a assylum for the "population of concepts” left outside the strict
rationality of scientific being and the current reality of everyday life. The
pavilion draws attention to the fact that any aesthetic of inner knowl-
edge is marginal and in this sense is in danger of being suppressed or
assimilated and lost. With its simultaneously hermeneutic and heuristic
action, the project’'s method brings forward the special capacity of art to
express the complexity and ambiguity of attempts to represent the
psychic. "Cryptoses” and "Ectoplasticones” are inner forms that are
doubly enclosed: first, as personal symbolic spells, and second, as
messengers of an invisible world awaiting its visualization.
